The word "Ontario" comes from the (Iroquois) - These people called themselves "Haudenosaunee" or "people of 
the long house". Today's Iroquois/Six Nations people prefer the name Haudenosaunee Confederacy. Word "kanadario", meaning 
"sparkling" water. The province is well named, since lakes and rivers make up one-fifth of its area.

LaSalle's Kanadario The word "Ontario" comes from the Iroquois word "kanadario", meaning "sparkling" or "beautiful" water, so the name would 
translate to "LaSalle Beautiful Water".

Council of "Three Fires" Waterfront The Anishinaabe, that was comprised of the Ojibwe, Ottawa and Potawatomi tribes called themselves the Council of Three Fires. 
LaSalle and the shores of the Detroit River was their ancestral homelands. I know there is controversy that the name Maure should be 
maintained however the indigenous peoples were here first and we should honour them. A request of permission of the current 
indigenous leaders should be requested.

"Seven Circles" The traditions and teachings of the Indigenous nations and the interconnection of their "Seven Circles" of (1) Community, (2) Land, (3)
